Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,  

On the twelfth day of Christmas my true love gave to meéé. The lines from that   

wonderful Christmas carol that we all know and love. We love the challenge of trying to       

remember all the different parts. I think the kiddos really enjoy singing it. If you have had a 

chance to check out my Facebook page, I posted a little video of two dads performing the song 

at a Christmas -themed talent show. Makes me laugh every year.  

 This beloved song brings to mind the tradition throughout the history of the church to 

celebrate the twelve days of Christmas, beginning with Christmas Day on December 25 th  and 

ending on the day of Epiphany, January 6 th . On that day the Christmas tide flows into the 

season of Epiphany. There is one particular legend that counts each of the items as something 

to help young Christians remember what they are taught in Sunday School.  

 For example: Our true love is God who on the first day of Christmas (December 25 th ) 

gave us the baby Jesus. On the second day God gives us the two testaments of the Bible and 

on the third day the gifts of Faith, Hope, and Charity. The days go on with the 4 Evangelists, 

5 gifts of the Spirit, 6 days of creation, and 10 commandments. It all comes to fruition on the 

Twelfth Day when God gives us all of everything ð the Epiphany!  

 Epiphany comes from two Greek words epi and phaino. Together these two words mean 

òto show forthó or òappear.ó During Epiphany season the church focuses on showing forth or 

making known to the whole world, the newborn Christ, as òGod with us.ó Epiphany shows 

who Jesus is and forms the understanding of what he has done for us ð which is the focus of 

the Lent and Easter seasons.  

 During Epiphany we will talk about four events in Jesusõ life: the visit of the Magi,    

Jesusõ baptism, the first sign or miracle of changing water into wine, and Jesusõ               

transfiguration. The theme of making Christ known to all nations is found in the story of the 

Magi and continues through all the other readings during the season of Epiphany.  

 I pray that all of you have a blessed Epiphany season. Here at St. Johnõs we will learn 

about King Cake and the Epiphany traditions in Puerto Rico, and the chalk blessing. Through 

all of these celebrations, I pray that we will also find ways to make Jesus known to our family, 

friends, neighbors, and coworkers.  

 May we join the shepherds on that first Christmas ð glorifying and praising God for all 

the things we have heard and seen.
